The chef's food har presents guests with a front row seat to all the action in the open kitchen. Freestanding desian
elements create interesting views between all areas of the dining floor and the nearhy casina. An intimate dining
area iz carved out in the center of the space hetween two translucent curved wine cellars and can be easily
screened from the main dining space with luxurious drapery for private functions.

The designers emphasized scale through the use of several
free standing design elements, transparent glazing, mirrars,
and reflective glass surfaces that create interesting views and
enliven the restaurant floor. In addition, an original design
palished stainless sculpture was suspended over the main
dining area to further emphasize the allusion of reflection and
transparency.
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
